Chevis-Samuel Papers Finding Aid
Biographical Information: Judge Thomas Minor Chevis (1806-1864) purchased a trading store from Glenn and Peter Burnett in 1839. Glenn changed it into a tavern which he operated until his death. The tavern was on a route of stage and mail coaches. Daughter, Patsy Ann Chevis (1836-1915) married Manlius Thompson Samuel (1833-1913) and resided in the building, as did their son Robert Lee Samuel (1868-1934) and his wife Mamie Shaw Martin Samuel (1873-1964). The collection was assembled by all of these individuals.
